Mr. Reitz stated this project will construct a 12,000 square foot warehouse addition to the southwest corner of the existing facility.  Due to an issue with the FEMA Floodplain maps not being accurate the City is in the process of requesting a map revision for the Powdermaker Ditch.  The balance of the comments from Mr. Bramhall’s review of the plan needs to be added as a contingency to the approval by Planning Commission.  The comments are relative to the necessary fill on the site related to the proposed modified floodplain mapping.  Per the plans submitted to Planning Commission all other aspects of the project meet the current code requirements.

Mr. David Markely, Owner DEI Engineering Inc., and Glen Ramage, Glen Ramage Architect, Inc. were present to represent this case.

Mr. Markely stated the new building addition will be a warehouse and driveway expansion for two way traffic.  The building will be metal siding in earth tones and the existing building will be painted to match.

Mr. Fell stated that if approved the approval will be contingent upon the FEMA approval on the changes to the maps as stated in the Bramhall Engineering letter of February 13, 2012.

Mr. Fell asked what the use of the building is now.

Mr. Markely stated that DEI Engineering produces high performance machine parts and fabrics.  The new addition is to warehouse those items.

Mr. Knilans moved to approve the request of DEI Engineering, Inc., 604 Moore Road for approval of a Site Plan to construct a 12,000 sq. ft. warehouse addition to the current business with the condition the comments of Mike Bramhall in memo dated February 13, 2012 are addressed and the FEMA Letter of map approval is received.  Mr. Sherban seconded the motion.
