Mr. Reitz stated this request is for approval to create a new Conditional Use permit within a portion of the former skate park in the shopping center on Lake Road.  The use will provide a space for members to use woodworking tools, socialize, and learn to create projects for personal and charities.  The shop will have a variety of woodworking areas and have an area for coffee and food.

The request requires a Public Hearing by Planning Commission.  Notice of the meeting has been posted on site, advertised in a newspaper, posted at various locations within the City and properties within 300 feet have been notified by mail.

Eugene Fox, 33807 Canterbury Rd., was present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Fox stated that there was a meeting at the library to see if people would be interested and for people wanting a place to dabble in woodworking.  About 50 people showed up for the meeting and several meetings after.  We then started looking for a space that we could meet, do our projects and socialize.  We found this spot in the Avon Lake Shopping Center and it is ready to open, we just need the Conditional Use in order to open.  The space will be a membership only space where people can work on personal projects or any charity projects that need done.  This place is for the community to come and work on woodworking projects.

Mr. Knilans opened the meeting to the public.

There were no comments from the public, so Mr. Knilans closed the public portion of the meeting.

Mr. Davis stated that he was happy to see a place for younger people to go and learn how to work with wood and work with their hands.  This is a good skill for anyone to have.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if the coffee bar had been discussed with the Fire Department and if it meets the Fire Departments comments.

Mr. Fox stated that he had contacted Lt. Moore of the Fire Department and Lt. Moore stated there would be no need for a fire suppression system as we are just having a coffee pot and maybe some doughnuts.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if the membership would be recycling the dust and sawdust.

Mr. Fox stated that Allied Waste stated that they would recycle if the sawdust was put in bags and kept away from the building.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if there would be signage for the building.

Mr. Fox stated that yes there is signage and it would be applied for under separate cover.

Mayor Zilka stated that there is a community woodshop in Phoenix, Arizona and asked Mr. Fox if he had seen or heard about it and if so how would this compare.

Mr. Fox stated that he had seen and heard about this facility.  Ours is on a much less elaborate level right now, but that the membership is striving to be like them eventually.

Mr. Davis moved to recommend approval to City Council the request of the North Coast Community Woodshop LLC, 33501-A for a recommendation of approval for a Conditional Use Permit to operate a Studio for Arts, Crafts and Instruction in the Avon Lake Shopping Center.  Mrs. Fenderbosch seconded the motion.

Mr. Reitz stated this request is for a recommendation from Planning Commission to designate the Folger Home at Veterans Park a historic building.  The request has a recommendation from the Historic Preservation Commission and will need to be sent City Council for final approval.

This request requires a Public Hearing by Planning Commission.  Notice of the meeting has been posted on site, advertised in a newspaper, posted at various locations within the City and properties within 300 feet have been notified by mail.

David Kos, 32901 Electric Blvd., Council Representative was present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Kos stated that the building has been in existence sing the late 1800’s and the commission felt that the building served the City quite well as a historic building.  The Folger Family has stated that they will be at the Homecoming event this fall for the presentation if this is approved.

Mr. Knilans opened the meeting to the public.

There were no comments from the public on this case, Mr. Knilans closed the public portion of the meeting.

There were no comments from the commission.


Mr. Simonovich moved to recommend approval to City Council the request of the Folger Home, 32770 Lake Rod, for Historic Designation of the building at Veterans Park.  Mr. Knilans seconded the motion.

CASE NO. 017-13THIS REQUEST FROM REDWOOD MANAGEMENT, 23775 COMMERCE PARK, SUITE 7, BEACHWOOD, OHIO FOR PRELIMINARY PLAN REVIEW AND APPROVAL FOR HAMPSHIRE HIGHLANDS MULTI-FAMILY DEVELOPMENT ON WEBBER ROAD.  THE PROPOSED PROJECT IS LOCATED IN AN R-2 MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICT.

Mr. Reitz stated this proposed project is located on the south side of Webber Road on a 16.34 acre parcel which is zoned R-2 Multi-Family.  The project shall be two story townhomes with a total of 81 units being proposed.  The streets within the development shall be private and the project shall install new curbs on the south side of Webber Road along the site.

Per the departmental review there are many comments that will need to be addressed during the improvement plan approval.

This request requires a Public Hearing by Planning Commission.  Notice of the meeting has been posted on site, advertised in a newspaper, posted at various locations within the City and properties within 300 feet have been notified by mail.

Jim Sayler, Reitz Engineering, Jim Gamellia, 32745 Walker Rd., and Tom Wasserman, property owner were present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Sayler stated that the property is zoned R-2 Multi-Family.  There will be five units per acre.  The streets will be private with one entry.  The storm sewer and sanitary sewer will be dedicated to the City and will run to Moore Road.  The comments that are left from the department heads will be taken care of at the time of improvement plans.

Mr. Tom Wasserman, 32918 Lake Road said that he has been a resident of Avon Lake for over 45 years, have raised my kids here and have kept my business here in the city.  I was involved in bringing Hinkley Lighting here to Avon Lake and part of the process of getting Pin Oak Parkway extended to Avon Belden.  The property is zoned R-2 which allows for this type of building and is a nice break from the single family residential to the industrial zoning.  I have turned down 3-4 requests for businesses for the property because I just didn’t think they were correct for this area.  I believe this is good for the City and for the residents on housing options.

Jim Gamellia, 32745 Walker Road showed drawings of the interiors of the units.  These will be luxury suites, single family suites with the monthly price of $1,400.00.  These units will be for someone looking for a different type of housing you cannot find in Avon Lake now.  All units will be ADA compatible.

Mr. Knilans opened the meeting to the public.

Mr. David Kos, Council Representative for Ward 4, stated that he had met with the representative from Hampshire Highlands, the Mayor and Joe Reitz and Joe Reitz and I have had conversations with the Colonies, Titus Hill and Fox Chappel HOA’s.  Most of the comments that I have heard will be taken care of during the improvement plan phase of the development, but the residents would like a buffer and landscaping between them and the units.  The residents would like the buffer/landscaping issues addressed early on.  In the landscaping they would like to see trees with no leave loss (Pine) and mounding.

Mr. Bernie Backa, 32814 Titus Hill stated that it was encouraging to hear about the size and price of the units seeing as they are rentals.  I have concerns about more than one family living in the units at a time and campers, boats and cars sitting around.  I am also very concerned with the traffic on Webber Road.  Two cars cannot be side by side on the road now.  The City needs to address the condition of the road and the speed limits of the cars traveling on the road.  The placement of the ingress/egress may have a blind spot from the curve.  I am also concerned about the property values of our homes with rentals being placed next to us.

Mr. Ernie Behrens, 32550 Webber Road stated that the ingress/egress is directly across from my house.  I would prefer that the drive be moved so I do not have car lights shining directly into the windows of my bedroom.

Mr. Mark Mueller, Fox Chappel stated that he is a runner and has had to run with light because of the blind spots and the speed of vehicles on Webber Rd.  Why does the developer have to have the maximum number of units possible for the density?  Why doesn’t he cut down on the number of units and leave more of a buffer to the east and west for the existing homes.  Who will be monitoring the noise and the people coming onto our common property, as this will be a liability for our HOA.

Mr. Raymond Klein, 32790 Titus Hill, Trustee member of the Titus Hill HOA asked how this plan will proceed.  Will this plan have to go to City Council and will we see the improvement plan?  Mr. Klein believed that there is designated wetlands on the property and wondered if they would be delineated or how will they be addressed.

Mr. Reitz stated that there is a minimal amount of wetlands and the wetlands are marked on the plans and will not be disturbed.

Mr. Klein asked if the Redwood Management is the same Redwood Management that has built in Hudson and if so, in Hudson the buildings they have done have been 55+, have you considered a 55+ community.

Ms. Linda Hatfield, 32882 Titus Hill stated that she thought that there is too many units and why are they rentals.  Have you considered selling the units instead of renting?  I believe that there is too many units and will have too many vehicles entering and exiting on Webber.  Do not like the location of the drive because of the condition of Webber Road.  I believe there needs to be a larger area to the east for a buffer or landscaping and mounding.


Mr. Gamellia stated that many economic factors were taken into account by Redwood Management Co.

Mr. Jim Coyne, 32901 Fox Chappel stated that he would like to see a buffer for the properties to the east of this development.  A lot of the residents along the east of the development have invested a lot into our homes and properties to have to look at the back of another house now.  If the landscaping and mounding cannot be put onto their property can the developer put the landscaping on our common area for us.  Can the City allow the developer to retain an easement for the plantings over the sewer.  Also we would like the area to the east no thinner than it is now.  Can the development be shifted so there is more room to the east and less of a space to the west.  The field is very flat and there is no drainage, will there be swales built so we do not take on any water from this area. What type of security will there be for our common area and how will we be able to keep the people off our property.

Mr. Reitz stated that this development meets the code requirement with the setbacks and drainage.  The City can meet with the developer before the improvement phase of this development to discuss the landscaping, but no landscaping can be done on an easement.

Mr. Brad Handy, 32956 Webber road asked if the entrance could be moved to the western side of the development so that the blind spot is less and so that houses to the east would have more of an area for landscaping.

Mr. Bernie Backa asked if the utilities companies would be adding more poles for this subdivision and if so, would the utilities company fix the poles that are leaning at a 40 degree angle.

Todd Kotus, 32809 Fox Chappel stated that the traffic on Webber Road will be increased by at least 160 more cars out to Route 83.  Will there by consideration for a light now at Route 83.

Mr. Reitz stated that it will be considered and looked into when the subdivision is built.

Mr. Knilans closed the public portion of the meeting.

Mr. Sherban asked about the wetlands marking on the plans.  Do you think the hatched marks are incorrect? 

Mr. Sayler stated that it was a typo and the hatched marks were transposed.

Mr. Sayler stated that there will be 280 feet between the units in Hampshire and Colonies and 480 feet between the units and Titus Hill.  The ingress/egress was directed between the drives between the houses and is not directed into the house and because of the blind spot on Webber.  The cars have more time to see the traffic when at this location and you can see all the way to Avon Belden from here.

Mr. Reitz stated that the City has looked at trying to improve Webber Road in the future, but cannot take the curve out of the road because we do not own the property.

Mr. Simonovich stated that he would like to see some landscaping if there is room to put it in without putting it in the easement area.  Also if the drive can be moved to not affect the house across the street that would be great, but would like it in the area that is the safest for all vehicles.

Mr. Sayler stated that the layout is not set in stone, but has been looked at and thought this was the best area for the drive.  The way it is set up was done to keep the lights out of the houses and directed to the barns and the drive was put where it was because of the blind spots on Webber Road.

Mr. Simonovich asked if any wetlands need to be moved and paid for in another area.

Mr. Sayler stated that our proposal was under .1% of an acre and for this small amount of wetlands it was not needed.

Mr. Davis asked if there would be different size units and if there would be any federal rent subsidies.

Mr. Gamellia stated that as far as he knew there would be no federal rent subsidies.  With the amount of the rent the residents will be first class.

Mr. Davis asked if it would be possible to shift the drive slightly to the west.  This would help with the lights of the cars across the street and give more room for the landscaping to be put in.

Mr. Sayler stated that it would be looked at prior to the improvement plan stage, but we would like to have this approved tonight so we could keep the project moving.

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that if the street was curved more on the inside of the development if would leave more room for the landscaping and then the drive could be shifted slightly to the west.  If landscaping is put in, I would like to see it be smaller as to not add to the vehicle issues and sight lines.  Can you tell me if the wetlands are over units 69, 70 and 73?

Mr. Sayler stated that the wetlands are over 69, 70 and 73.  The wetlands are not deep bogs it is just removing topsoil and replacing with clay.  The easements will not allow the landscaping to be put up close to the road as we cannot be in that area anyway.

Mrs. Fenderbosch suggested shifting the road within the development to allow for the drive to moved to the west and allow for more room for landscaping.  I would also like to see the south end of the property landscaped for the residents of the development from the Hinkley Lighting property.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if the developer has been in discussion with Mr. Klingshirn for the water and sanitary easement.

Mr. Sayler stated that the developer is in discussion for the easements.

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that with the amount of vehicle traffic added the traffic counts would need to be redone in order to meet the ODOT regulations for a traffic signal.  Can you tell me if the comments of the Fire Department have been taken care of?

Mr. Sayler stated that the street width meet current code.  The street is not required to be a width of 25.  The street is 22 feet wide, the same as the streets throughout the City.  The width of the street and turn radius can handle trucks that would travel through.

Mayor Zilka stated that there is no parking on the streets, do you feel that you have enough extra parking spaces for visitors.

Mr. Sayler stated that the units have a two car garage and parking spots in front of the garage.  We have added one spot for every five units as guest parking.

Mayor Zilka wanted to make sure that guest parking was adequate.  For the everyday parking that is ok, but what about the ratio for Christmas, Superbowl Parties etc.

Mr. Sayler stated that with the 4 parking spaces per unit and the extra guess spots it would be plenty.

Mayor Zilka stated that he felt uncomfortable with 81 homes and only one ingress/egress.  Is there room for another entry/exit?

Mr. Reitz stated that the Police and Fire Departments had no comments on the one entry.  The Police Department went out and viewed the area and checked on the blind spots and were comfortable with the location.

Mr. Davis stated that Vintage Point has only one ingress/egress for the whole area and it has not been a problem.

Mr. Knilans asked Mr. Reitz if he thought there could be some arrangements made that plantings could be done on the CALDP easement if there was something in writing that it would be replaced by the developer if work ever had to be done.

Mr. Reitz stated that this CALDP sewer a main storm line and I would have concerns about any planting on the easement.  If Redwood Management is so inclined they can landscape on the Colonies property if they feel it necessary.

Mr. Sherban asked about Redwood Management.

Mr. Gamellia stated that Redwood Management has over 3000 units in the Columbus, Cleveland, and Indianapolis area.

Mr. Sherban hoped that there would be further meetings to consider a good will gesture for the neighbors and did not want Redwood Management to start off on the wrong foot in the Avon Lake area.  Mr. Sherban thought there should be more guest parking and there is plenty of room for some reserve spots if needed.
Mr. Tom Kilban, 32907 Titus Hill Lane asked Mr. Sayler about the drainage for the property and didn’t want the properties storm water to drain to their properties to the east.

Mr. Sayler stated that the drainage would all be underground and would be drained to west through rear yard drains.  All water must stay on our property in swales per the cities storm water codes.

Mr. Kilbane asked what would happen if the plan is approved tonight and how can we be assured that the storm water plan would happen.

Mr. Sayler stated that on pg 6 or 7 of these plans are the drainage plan.  During the improvement plan stage of the development the developer would have to have plans reviewed and approved.

Mr. Frank Herceg, 32907 Titus Hill stated that Webber Road needs to be improved right now, we cannot wait any longer.

Mayor Zilka stated the improvements of Webber Road would be hundreds of thousands of dollars and the City is not in a position to do this right now.

Mr. Davis stated that if these plans are approved tonight I think that there should be clarification included in the motion as to what we need to see on the improvement plans.

Mr. Backa, Titus Hill stated that this is not just an old country road.  We are asking for the road to be improved with the amount of units that will be added.

Raymond Klein asked if the roads within the development would be private or public.  If the road is private doesn’t it need to meet the requirements and responsibility for safety services the same as a public road.

Mayor Zilka stated the responsibility is the same, to services for the safety of the community.

Mr. Klein, Titus Hill asked if the retention pond is large enough for the 81 units.  It looks rather small.

Mr. Sayler stated that the stormwater retention reports were done with this preliminary plan and the pond is large enough.

Mr. Sherban moved to approve the request from Redwood Management for the Preliminary Plan for Hampshire Highlands Multi-Family Development on Webber Road.  The approval is approved with conditions to reconfigure the drive away from the two houses and re-align the streets to allow for more space on the eastside of the property. Mr. Davis seconded the motion.

Mr. Reitz stated this request is for approval of the final phase of the Gramercy Place subdivision on the east side of Lear Road south of Division Road.  The plat is in accordance with the approved Preliminary Plan and Improvement Plans and all improvements have been installed and accepted.

Jim Sayler, Reitz Engineering was present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Sayler stated that all of the improvements are completed and all comments have been taken care of.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if the street signs have been delivered to the service department.

Mr. Sayler stated that because this is a continuation of the existing street there is no street signs that have to be changed.  There are already extra street signs at service from the other phases.

Mayor Zilka moved to approve the request of Garland Griffin Homes for approval of the Final Plat for Gramercy Subdivision Phase 3.  Mr. Knilans seconded the motion.

Mr. Reitz stated these improvement plans are for a 40ft. extension of Fernwood Avenue for the purpose of building a new home on the north side of the street.  These improvements will extend the pavement, waterline and sanitary sewer.  This project shall not require a plat therefore with Council approval these improvement can be installed and built without further action.

Jim Sayler, Reitz Engineering was present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Sayler stated that with this new house 40 feet of street and improvements will be installed to the property line.  This house could have been built on an 80 ft. lot without the improvements, but in order to have the garage on the second lot and be unattached the improvements needed to be put in.

Mr. Reitz stated that this is the same situation the planning commission had seen a few months ago on Richland Drive.  In this case the property owner has decided just to follow the code and put the improvements in to build the house instead of asking for a waiver to our code.

There were no comments from the commission.


Mrs. Fenderbosch moved to approve the request of Kopf Construction Corp., for the extension of Fernwood avenue west of Richland Drive.  Mr. Knilans seconded the motion.

Mr. Reitz stated that he had spoken to the developer for the Rebecca Lane subdivision on Route 83 and Titus Hill Lane.  The improvements and construction will be starting this summer and the property will begin to be cleared soon.

Mr. Sherban stated that he will be unavailable for the Planning Commission meeting in August.

Mayor Zilka stated that he too will be unavailable for the Planning Commission meeting in August.
