NEW CASES:
REQUEST OF POLYONE CORPORATION, 33587 WALKER ROAD FOR A LOT SPLIT FOR PPN #04-00-005-000-115 INTO TWO PARCELS.  THE PARCELS ARE IN AN I-INDUSTRIAL ZONING DISTRICT ON THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF WALKER AND MOORE ROADS.

Mrs. Spring stated this request is for a lot split of PPN #04-00-005-000-115, an irregularly shaped parcel of 115.6553 acres which is owned by Poly One Corporation (Poly One), into two separate parcels of 3.8911 acres and 111.7642 acres.  PolyOne will convey the split parcel to Mexichem Specialty Resins Inc., a Delaware Corporation and retain ownership of the Poly One Parcel.

Ms. Diane Leung, Attorney Thompson Hine, 137 Public Square, Cleveland, Mr. Kevin Bodine, PolyOne and Mr. Kyle Rose, PolyOne were present to represent the case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Sherban stated that Poly One is a client of the law firm that he works for and asked that he abstain from the vote on this case as to not create a conflict of interest.

Mr. Fell moved to allow Mr. Sherban to abstain from voting on Case 013-13 Poly One.  Mr. Knilans seconded the motion.

Mr. Fell stated the motion to allow Mr. Sherban to abstain from voting on Case 013-13 Poly One has passed and Mr. Sherban will abstain.

Ms. Leung stated that PolyOne is selling the plastics portion of the plant to Mexicam which is all located under one location now at PolyOne.  The plastics buildings will be split off from PolyOne and will still operate at the location.  The access to the parcel will remain the same off Walker Road.  PolyOne and Mexicam will have easements for joint parking as it is now.

Mayor Zilka asked if there would be a sign and where would the sign be if there is no property on Walker Road. 

Ms. Leung stated that at the present time she believed that the mail services, parking and signage would be shared.  Mexicam may want a sign when the buildings are purchased and the sign would be placed on Walker Road at the entrance.

Mayor Zilka asked if Mexicam would use PolyOne’s address.

Ms. Leung stated that for the present time Mexicam would be using PolyOne’s address, but when the new parcels are created they may ask for their own address.
Mr. Knilans asked if the comments of Mike Bramhall and the Utilities Department have been taken care of.

Ms. Spring stated that the Utilities Department did not have issue with the utilities crossing property lines as long as the Engineering Department did not have an issue.  All utilities will be handled with easements and maintained as they are now.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if the comments of the Law Director had been taken care of with the approval of the variance from Zoning Board being granted.

Law Director Lieberman stated that because the Zoning Board has granted the variance prior to the Planning Commission meeting, his comments have been addressed and the Planning Commission will not need to have a conditional approval.

Mr. Fell moved to approve the request of Poly One Corporation, 33587 Walker Road for a Lot Split into two parcels.  The parcels are in an I-Industrial zoning district on the southwest corner of Walker and Moore Roads.
