Mr. Reitz stated the Historic Preservation Commission is recommending approval of the designation of the Peter Miller House and the surrounding property for Historic Preservation Designation.  This request is being sent to Planning Commission by City Council.  This property is the first such designation being requested within Avon Lake.

Mr. Fell opened the case to the public.  There were no comments from members of the audience so Mr. Fell closed the public portion of the meeting.

Mr. Simonovich asked if the landscaping areas included in the designation was ok with the department heads.  I see that the recreation director had comments on keeping the landscaping in, but that the zoning administrator had comments about taking the area out.

Mr. Reitz stated that the landscaped areas were left in and all department heads are in agreement with the area that was kept in the designation.

Law Director Kerner stated that the historic preservation commission felt the need for defining the property around the building and keeping that area preserved.

Mayor Zuber stated that he appreciated the commission trying to preserve this area.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if the recommendation of approval will follow the Bramhall plan in the packet or the property lines or just the buildings.

Mr. Reitz stated the approval will be for the plans submitted by Bramhall Engineering.  The plans include the landscaping areas in the designation and do not follow the property lines.

Mayor Zuber stated that he thinks this is a great step forward for the historic preservation commission with its first designation.

Mr. Fell asked if the designation is easy to see when at the site or just by the survey plan.

Mr. Fell stated that the designation will be clear to see on three sides with the city right-way on one side, and the landscape areas on two sides.  The only side that will not be able to be determined without a plan is the back line that runs along the bush line.

Mr. Sherban asked what the designation will restrict or not restrict in regard to the city wanting to do improvements in the park.
Mr. Reitz stated that the city can make repairs to the sidewalks or replace as needed if they were in place at the time of the designation.

Mayor Zuber moved to recommend approval to City Council the proposed request of the City of Avon Lake for a Historic Preservation Designation for the Peter Miller House and related parcel of land.  Mr. Knilans seconded the motion.

Mrs. Paine of the Peter Miller House Museum thanked the commission and the City for the approval and keeping the historic building intact for the future.
