Mr. Reitz stated this this request is for a recommendation of approval to City Council the revision to 1214.07(b) Zoning Board of Appeals to allow elective or appointive office or position to be on more than one board or commission.

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that this was referred to Planning Commission by City Council.  The reason for the revision is to utilize the talents of member to more of the public.  Some of the commission listed below either don’t meet every month or not at all and this would give members of those commissions the opportunity to be on more than one commission or board.

Mr. Tyree asked why not all boards or commissions and why did this need to come before the Planning Commission.

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that it comes before the Planning Commission because this code section is part of the Planning and Zoning code so therefore any revisions must be approved by Planning.

Law Director Lieberman stated that the Planning Commission and the other boards that are not allowed to mesh between more than one committee is because it is part of the charter, not just a simple code revision. 

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that the Planning Commission does not mesh with more than one also because this commission meets more often with much more background on the cases that is to be done.

Mayor Zilka stated that we have up to 60 positions to fill and it is not always easy to find residents that are willing to fill them.  This way if a resident is willing to step up and be on a board they might be willing to do more than one.  It just gives us more flexibility for the public.

The applicant for the summer market has contacted him and would like to have her summer market in one location for a longer period of time.  I would like to see something on the agenda for February or March so this in place in time for summer markets this year.

Mrs. Spring stated that she has not put anything on the agenda from prior requests because she was waiting on some of the revisions from the zoning department.

Mr. Sherban suggested a work session in February that would include the zoning board or at least the Zoning Administrator to discuss the options.  This meeting might want to include the Police and Fire Departments as well or at least there comments so we can move on this as soon as possible.

Mayor Zilka stated again that he would like to see the fence code revisions on the agenda for February.  He will discuss the code and revisions with the zoning and law departments and would like to have something on the agenda for the February work session.  Too many cases for fences are going through the zoning board of appeals and it is taking residents too long and there is a cost involved.
