CASE NO. 020-15REQUEST OF PICCOLO PLACE LAND HOLDINGS LLC 32745-B WALKER ROAD FOR RECOMMENDATION OF APPROVAL OF THE FINAL PLAT FOR THE PICCOLO PLACE SUBDIVISION NO. 3.  THIS PROPERTY IS LOCATED OFF SORRENTO LANE SOUTH OF WALKER ROAD BETWEEN MOOREWOOD BLVD. AND THE SAFETY CENTER IN A R1 PUD  RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT.

Mr. Reitz stated this is the final phase of the Piccolo Place Subdivision.  In accordance with the approved General Development Plan and Improvement Plans previously approved by Planning Commission the improvements have been completed and accepted by the City and Mitchell Court is ready to be dedicated as a public street.  All improvements have been accepted, fees have been paid, and review of the Plat has been reviewed and is recommended by the administration for acceptance.

Mr. Jim Sayler, Reitz Engineering was present to represent this case.

Mayor Zilka stated that he was happy to see a nice clean plan with no variance or waivers.

Mr. Reitz stated that he was very appreciative with the construction.  The site was stabilized, planted and the sidewalks were all done on Walker Road before any of the house construction is every started.

Mrs. Fenderbosch moved to recommend approval to City Council the request of Piccolo Place Land Holdings LLC for the Final Plat for the Piccolo Place Subdivision No. 3.  Mayor Zilka seconded the motion.

Mr. Knilans stated that this case has passed and will move on to City Council for readings and approval.
CASE NO. 021-15REQUEST OF THE LANDINGS SHOPS AND OFFICES/ KOPF CONSTRUCTION, 32730 WALKER ROAD FOR APPROVAL OF THE SITE PLAN FOR THE LANDINGS SHOPS & OFFICES PARKING LOT CHANGES AND IMPROVEMENTS.  THIS PROPERTY IS ON THE NORTH SIDE OF WALKER ROAD, EAST OF AVON BELDEN ROAD WITHIN THE LANDINGS SHOPPING AREA IN A B-2 GENERAL COMMERCE ZONING DISTRICT.

KOPF CONSTRUCTION LANDINGS SHOPPING/OFFICES

Mr. Reitz stated the applicant is requesting to add an additional driveway entrance to Walker Road to provide better visibility to the businesses on the east side of the shopping center.  In response to the departmental review this project shall also include the lengthening of the left turn lane on Walker Road as part of the overall Site Plan proposal.  This plan includes the removal of a portion of the landscape mound along Walker Road and relocation of the existing sign.  The applicant has addressed all comments from the departmental review and is ready for consideration by Planning Commission.

Mr. Jim Sayler, Reitz Engineering was present to represent this case.

Mr. Sayler stated that the tenant in one of the buildings has requested more visibility and a curb cut for access directly to the property as part of a new lease agreement.  Kopf Builders has made this request to keep his tenant in the space within this office complex and the City of Avon Lake.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked about the properties across the street from where the mound will be taken out.  Are those properties owned by Mr. Kopf and how will the lights shining into the houses affect them.

Mr. Sayler stated that Mr. Kopf does own the properties across the street from this curb cut.  Mr. Kopf is working on re-developing those properties in the future and does not feel this will be an issue for his rentals.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if there would be any other paving projects in this landings shopping/office areas.

Mr. Sayler stated that whole area is in the planning stages for repaving.  There were some issues underground when they starting paving in this area so they are now looking at taking care of some issues underground in the other areas before repaving any more areas.  It should be done in the near future.

Mayor Zilka stated that he has had a couple of meetings with Mr. Kopf and Mr. Edelstein for this project.  I am happy to see that they have moved forward with this project and were able to take care of all the issues with safety forces and still be able to keep the tenant.  It is in the best interest of the City to keep them here and this will also have a better traffic flow.

Mr. Knilans asked if there would be a culvert under the pavement for water flow.

Mr. Sayler stated that there will be a culvert pipe under the apron and a headwall on the east end tying the water flow to the west.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if any pavement lines or bike lanes will need to be changed with this curb cut.

Mr. Sayler stated that no lines or bike lane traffic will change.  Everything will be the same.

Mr. Reitz stated that this is a good example of the comments from department heads being taken care of and taken into account when a project comes in.  Very happy to see this being taken care of by the developer from our comments.

Mrs. Fenderbosch moved to approve the request of Kopf Construction and the Landings Shops & Offices Ltd. 32730 Walker Road for the Site Plan for the Landings Shops & Offices Parking Lot Changes and Improvements.  Mr. Knilans seconded the motion.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked Mr. Sayler to convey a message to Mr. Kopf that the City has received several complaints on the pavement at Towne Center. The paving there is in bad shape with lots of pot holes.

Mayor Zilka stated that the new entrance to Learwood Square seems to be working out very nicely.  I have not had any negative comments about the addition.

Mayor Zilka stated that we had received a letter (handed out this evening to members) from Julie Marlin who has had a Farmer’s Market here in Avon Lake on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  The letter is requesting that we look at the code section for farmers market/stands.  The market has had to move locations due to the fact that a market cannot be in one place for more than 30 days.  I think this was a big success for them and think this would be a good idea to look to revise to allow these types of events.  I will discuss options with Mrs. Booher and bring this item to a work session for discussion.
