
MINUTES OF A WORK SESSION

OF THE AVON LAKE

PLANNING COMMISSION

NOVEMBER 10, 2015
Call to Order

Chairman Knilans called the Avon Lake Planning Commission Work Session of November 10, 2015 to order at 8:47 p.m. in Council Chambers of City Hall.

Roll Call
Mrs. Fenderbosch, Mr. Knilans, Mr. Sherban, Mr. Simonovich, Mr. Tyree, Mayor Zilka, Director of Law Lieberman, Public Works Director Mr. Reitz.
Mr. Davis was absent.

MEETING BUSINESS
Mr. Knilans thanked everyone for coming.  The idea of the Work Session is an informal exchange of ideas between a developer and Planning Commission concerning a possible development.  Nothing will be formally decided or voted upon today.  Neither the applicant nor Planning Commission can be bound by any aspect of a concept plan review.  The public will be able to speak or ask questions at the end of the discussion.

CASE NO. WS 02-015
DAVID RICKEY – STORAGE UNITS
David Rickey, 690 Avon Belden Road to discuss the Conceptual Site Plan of (2) 4800 ft. Self-Storage Buildings prior to Planning Commission Site Plan approval.  The property is zoned B-2 and would be a Conditional Use in the area.  The property is on the north side of Pin Oak Parkway just west of Avon Belden Road.
Mr. Rickey stated that he is proposing a self-storage building on his property behind the Sisson’s building on 83 and Pin Oak Parkway.  This would be an un-manned, no attendant storage facility.  The facility would have 80 units approximately 9600-11,000 sq. ft.  No onsite storage of vehicles and would be for storage only, no business or working out of the units.  Do to the storm sewer I would like to use water retention underground and have no pond.  I fell this is an ideal spot and a good use for the property.
Mayor Zilka stated that he had concerns about the control of the units and the problems with the other storage facility we have now.  

Mr. Rickey stated that they would be leased only, no purchases and I would have control over what was being put in.  The units will have no water, no sewers.  This will be a simple construction with outdoor lighting at the kiosk.

Mayor Zilka asked if there would be any screening or landscaping.  I have concerns about the look of the storage units being one of the first things you will see when entering the city.  I don’t want these to become an eyesore.

Mr. Rickey stated that there would be some screening and landscaping, but this is a business, industrial area and feel this would be a good fit for the area.

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that she was happy to see Mr. Rickey abiding by the new code.

Mr. Rickey stated that there would be no firewalls and a security camera would be at the gate.

Mr. Knilans asked if there would be any outdoor storage.
Mr. Rickey stated there would be no outdoor storage and has agreed with having a landscaping as a screen to the intersection.

CASE NO. WS 03-015

K. HOVNANIAN BELDEN POINTE, LLC

K. Hovnanian Belden Pointe, LLC, Avon Lake to discuss the re-zone and subdivide existing parcel to include into Rebecca Lane/Belden Pointe Subdivision which would include a lot split and addition to 5 additional lots to the approved Rebecca Lane Subdivision.  This property is zoned R-1 and is located on Avon Belden Road and Rebecca Lane.

Mr. Code Bruce, K. Hovnanian Belden Point, LLC and Jim Sayler, Reitz Engineering were present to represent this case.

Mr. Bruce stated that they have been talking to Mr. Kidder to purchase his property and to add the property to this development and add the lots and a green space.

Mayor Zilka asked about drainage and how the drainage in the area will be taken care of.

Mr. Bruce stated that they are working with the EPA and we are currently meeting a higher level of retainage and storm water plans that required.  There is currently no drains on the Kidder property.  Drains will be added with the new homes that should help with the area.

Mr. Ron Holub was in the audience and stated that he had issues with this new development blocking the natural flow of water that has been happening for over twenty years.  His water will now be trapped in by Titus Hill and not by this development.  Something needs to be made available for my water on my property.  I would like some type of landscape or screening on the new homes as well.  I do not want people from this development to be entering my property through the common space or from the yards of the homes.

Mr. Bruce stated that there will be landscaping done with the homes and there will be no sidewalk that would allow people to enter Mr. Holub’s property.  The sidewalks go up to the landscape island.

Mr. Sherban asked about the price range on the new homes.

Mr. Bruce stated that he thought the price range would be in the 200-250’s.  There will be 22 feet between houses and the property lines to the rear of these homes.

Mr. Sherban stated that at time of Improvement Plan we would like to see detailed grading plans to include all drainage of this area.  With more activity and larger homes in that area we would like to see a detailed landscaping plan as well.
Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that per our code Mr. Holub’s water must not travel onto another property.  The water must be taken care of on his own property.

Mr. Holub stated that this property was all open and had a natural flow to the ditches that are now covered and dammed up.  This was always a natural flow and this just can’t stop because they want to develop the area and block us off.  Mr. Kidder told me that the developer was going to connect the drains for these property to the front area on Avon Belden.  Why couldn’t they connect my area as well to the front drain?
Mr. Reitz stated that this is a work session for the development.  We will have detailed plans for drainage and landscaping at the time of Improvement Plans.  This will be determined at that time.  The drains for the houses will have to connect to the CALDP and be connected to the rest of the drains in the development.  The drain for the common property on Avon Belden could connect to Avon Belden.

Mr. Bruce thanked the commission for their time and stated that they will work on the plans for the development and the sale with Mr. Kidder.  We want to be good neighbors and will work to have the plans work for the area.

Mr. Knilans moved to adjourn at 9:30 the November 10, 2015 Work Session of Planning Commission meeting.  Mayor Zilka seconded the motion.
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
