Mr. Reitz stated this request is for approval by Planning Commission to construct a 7000 sf free standing vehicle storage building with a 1400 sf automated was bay.  The total building addition is 8400 square feet and is on the south side of the existing building.  The proposed building will not be visible from Walker Road and is behind an existing parking lot facing Miller Road.  It should be noted on the plans that a new waterline and fire hydrant are to be installed for this project on the east side of the site and the stormwater retention for this addition is oversized to allow for future improvements.  This application has had reviews by all the departments and has no remaining comments.

Mr. York stated the new building will be a metal building and will be behind the existing building as an accessory to the main building.  The car wash is much needed as the cars are all washed by hand now.  The area we own is 7.5 acres and this will only use ¾ of an acre.  The building colors will match the existing.  The Fire comments have been taken care of.  With the new water line going in next month, the fire hydrant we show on the plans will work for them.  The Fire Department met with us on-site and we walked the area and the plan works.

Mr. Sommer asked where the hydrant is and how far from the building it is.

Mr. York showed the members on the plan where the hydrant is.  The hydrant is behind the new building and the water line will come from Walker Road.

Mr. Haas asked if there would be any new signage with the new buildings.

Mr. York stated that there would be no signage at this time.

Mayor Zilka stated that he liked the plan and how they worked with the planning of the buildings with the city to make this work.

Mr. Reitz stated that the applicants met with the city prior to design and worked with us and the process was very smooth and easy.

Mr. Sommer moved to approve the request of Dave Tomko/Ed Tomko, CDJR, CCL, Penta Star Enterprises, 33725 Walker Road, Avon Lake for the Site Plan to construct a 7000 sf. Motor Vehicle Showroom/Storage area and a 1400 sf Automatic Car Wash Bay at 33725 Walker Road.  Mr. Haas seconded the motion.
