CASE NO. 022-16			REQUEST OF WILLIAM HUBERT, 32681 WALKER ROAD, AVON LAKE FOR APPROVAL OF A LOT SPLIT AND CONSOLIDATION FOR A PARCEL OF LAND ON WALKER ROAD.  THIS REQUEST HAS BEEN GRANTED A USE VARIANCE BY THE ZONING BOARD BASED ON THE SUBMITTED APPLICATION.  THIS PROPERTY IS LOCATED IN A R1 RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICT.

Mr. Reitz stated this request is for a lot split to add an additional 1.61 acres of land from one parcel onto a neighboring parcel owned by Mr. Hubert on Walker Road.  The combined parcel will additionally consolidate 3 existing land locked parcels that are also owned by Mr. Hubert.  This request will create a 17.11 acre parcel with access to Walker Road.  Due to the existing non-conforming use of the host parcel this requested required a variance from the Zoning Board of Appeals due the new parcel being larger.  Since the request will create a larger parcel this review and approval was necessary so the Planning Commission can review the case tonight.  The overall split and consolidation will clean up several issues and create a clean single parcel.

Mr. William Hubert was present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

Mr. Hubert stated that he started this process in May.  Just purchasing a small piece of property from my next door neighbor and want to clean the area up with the lot split and consolidations of some of the properties that I have purchased over the years.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked why we are doing a change of use.

Mr. Reitz stated that this is not a change of use, it is an expansion of use.  The property that Mr. Hubert owns has an existing non-conforming use.  While adding this new piece of property it would expand his use.  That was the need for the variance.

Mr. Tyree moved to approve the request of William Hubert, 32681 Walker Road for approval of a lot split and consolidation for a parcel of land on Walker Road.  Mr. Haas seconded the motion.

REQUEST OF AVON LAKE ANIMAL CLINIC, DR. JAMES HADDAD, 127 MILLER ROAD FOR THE VACATION OF A PORTION OF A 20 FT. ALLEY AS PART OF THE AVON LAKE HARBOR ESTATES ON THE EAST SIDE OF MILLER ROAD SOUTH OF LAKE ROAD.  THIS PROPERTY ADJOINS B-1 BUSINESS AND R-1A RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICTS.

Mr. Reitz stated this request for a vacation is one of several that have been done over the years in this area.  The alley vacation presented tonight for Planning Commission consideration is adjacent to the previous vacation of the alley to the east.  This vacation is over property that has been maintained by the petitioning adjacent owners and is part of a long term plan for future improvements at the clinic facility.  There are no public utilities on or under this parcel and there is no interest of the City to maintain ownership.

Mr. Clarence Watkins, Bramhall Engineering was present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Watkins stated that this has been an ongoing project for Dr. Haddad and the Animal Clinic.  He has purchased more land and this lot split will just clean up the properties so he can build an additional parking lot.  The properties still have a couple of processes to get through prior to any further projects to continue.  We will petitioning for a vacation of the Alley that is city property, a rezone to have all the properties one zoning and then consolidations of all the properties to be one large parcel. 

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked the applicant to explain where the buildings are now on the properties at the corner of Lake and Miller/Electric.

Mr. Tyree moved to recommend approval to City Council the vacation of a portion of a 20 ft. Alley as part of the Avon Lake Harbor Estates.  Mr. Simonovich seconded the motion.

Mr. Simonovich stated that we would need to revise our rules and regulations, codified ordinances and we really need to take a look at our Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

There was discussion with the members talking about rezoning issues, change of use and conditional uses should have more notification to the public prior to a vote of planning commission or city council.
