
MINUTES OF A WORK SESSION

OF THE AVON LAKE

PLANNING COMMISSION

JUNE 2, 2020
Call to Order

Chairman Plunkett called the Avon Lake Planning Commission Work Session of June 2, 2020 to order at 9:21 p.m. in Council Chambers of City Hall.

MEETING BUSINESS
Mr. Plunkett thanked everyone for coming.  The idea of the Work Session is an informal exchange of ideas by Planning Commission.  Nothing will be formally decided or voted upon today.  Neither the applicant nor Planning Commission can be bound by any aspect of a concept plan review.  The public will be able to speak or ask questions at the end of the discussion.

CASE NO. WS 02-20
REDWOOD MANAGEMENT – PATRICIA RAKOCI (NOT PRESENT)
EXPANSION OF HAMSHIRE HIGHLANDS
Mr. Reitz stated Redwood Development has submitted the draft layout for a portion of the recently rezoned R-2 property on Webber Road between their existing property and Hinkley Lighting.  This parcel of land has not yet been split off of the Hinkley parcel but the lot split is currently being reviewed by the administration.  The plan being presented to the PC Work Session has access through the existing rental property to the north and emergency access only to Titus Hill Lane.

The applicant is aware of the departmental comments and is requesting this opportunity to discuss their project with the commission before final plans are submitted for approval.

Mr. Jim Saylor is present to represent this case and answer any questions the commission may have.
Mr. Sayler stated that the Redwood Community would like to extend Hampshire Highlands with an addition of 42 units.  It would be one community managed by one company with a separate homeowner association and ownerships.  The access was granted for Klingshirn as a secondary access use.  
Comments from the Fire Department are that access is needed for safety forces.  Another 5 units are not needed.

Mr. Sayler stated that the applicant is willing to have a meeting with the safety forces to discuss how the access could granted and made work with the property that we have without losing the units.

Mr. Reitz stated that he had concerns about having the access for safety forces, and the way the plans are written the Fire Truck can’t get through Portsmouth Drive.

Mrs. Fenderbosch asked if units 14, 15, 16, 17 could be redesigned to keep the units and the access.

Mr. Sayler stated that with the wetlands they do not have the space.

Mayor Zilka stated that he would like to see the access to Webber Road.  Need more space for the safety vehicles.

Mr. Sommer stated that he thought the area is too tight to have another access road through there without losing some of the units.

Mrs. Raymond stated that she was sorry to hear about the wetlands, because this area would make the access work with moving some of the units.  I believe the access needs to be put in for the safety forces as I am concerned for the safety of 42 new units.

Mr. Plunkett thought the road is too long without any access to those units.  Need the access road.
Mr. Haas stated that a west border needs the access road.  Has the lot split been done yet to create these lots?

Mr. Sayler stated that the lots are in the Planning office now for review.

Mr. Haas had concerns about the school buses and trash pick-up.

Mr. Sayler stated that a T-Shaped turn around could be put in.

Mr. Haas asked about the demographics of this housing area.

Mr. Sayler stated that the average age is 30-50, 11 children per 100 units and an average stay of approximately 3 ½ years.

Mr. Orille asked how far east do the wetland go.  Mr. Orille stated that he wanted to see access to Webber Road.

Mr. Sayler stated that there are none identified on the eastern new lots.

Mrs. Fenderbosch stated that something will need to be in place to keep traffic off the emergency access when put in.

KC Zuber, 216 Moore Road stated that we have approved new subdivisions before with a stub street to be put in at a later date.  We know there is another access coming.  Let this go through with a stub for connections at a later date.

There were no further comments on this work session.  Mr. Sayler will schedule a meeting with the applicant and City Officials to have a meeting about the access.

Mr. Plunkett adjourned at 10:15 p.m. the work session of June 2, 2020.  
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
