MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING
OF THE AVON LAKE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL
SEPTEMBER 14, 2020


The regular meeting of the Avon Lake Municipal Council was called to order on September 14, 2020 at 6:50 P.M. in the Council Chamber with Council President O’Donnell presiding.    

Mr. Kos led the Council, staff, and public in the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The minutes of the August 24, 2020 Council Meeting were approved as prepared and published.  

MAYOR’S REPORT

The Lorain County Health Department reported there are five new positive cases in Avon Lake with a total of 218 positive cases to date.  

Avon Lake will observe Trick or Treat on October 31st from 6:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.  The  Lorain County Public Health has released guidelines for this event which can be found on their website, www.loraincountyhealth.com.  It is recommended that families stay within their group, use social distancing, and wear masks.  Lorain County Public Health Commissioner Covell stated that Halloween house parties are not wise at this time and urges the public to conduct safe activities.

Lucas Hricko, Brian Bowles and Stephanie Biggers won five Philo awards and were nominated for Excellence in Editing, Best in Show and Best Series. Also, the 2019
Boo By the Woods was nominated for The Best in Show and Editing and produced by Lucas Hricko.
Mayor Zilka attended the 9/11 Memorial ceremony at American Legion Hall and Independent Village.  
  
MOTION

Mrs. Fenderbosch made a motion to extend the Second Amendment to Subdivider’s Agreement expiring September 30, 2020 between the City of Avon Lake and Margam Investment to November 30, 2020.  This extension will allow the developer to present improvement plans for Woodbridge Way to connect Coronado Circle to the west, Hunt Club to the east, and Parkside Drive to the north.

LEGISLATION

Second Readings:

Temporary Legislation #11411, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE RULES OF THE CIVIL SERVICE COMMISSION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY, was read by title only.
This legislation will amend Civil Service Rule 9 Section B by defining veteran, disabled veteran, and honorable conditions of a military discharge.  The Civil Service Commission wanted to provide a comprehensive rule for military service to help determine a candidate’s eligibility for bonus points.

Temporary Legislation #11412, A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF SENATE BILL 73 TO AMEND SECTION 4511.46 OF THE REVISED CODE TO ALTER THE LAW GOVERNING YIELDING TO PEDESTRIANS IN CROSSWALKS AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY, was read by title only.

This legislation will support Ohio Senate Bill 73 altering the law governing yielding of pedestrians.  If this law is passed at the state level, motorists will be required to stop and yield to pedestrians attempting to enter the crosswalk when there is not a traffic control device in place.  The solar power crosswalks used in the City are not considered traffic control devices according to ODOT regulations and will be affected by this law.  Also, this law will not permit or allow the pedestrian to walk into the roadway and expect oncoming traffic to stop.  The traffic would have to clear and come to a stop prior to the pedestrian stepping into the crossing lane.

First Reading:

Temporary Legislation #11416, AN ORDINANCE CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF VINCENT MOLNAR, AS POLICE CHIEF OF THE AVON LAKE POLICE DEPARTMENT AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY, was read by title only.

Mr. Zuber moved for suspension of the rule requiring three readings.

Mr. Zuber moved for passage of Temporary Legislation #11416.  This legislation will confirm the appointment of Vincent Molnar as Police Chief effective September 15, 2020.  The Civil Service Commission conducted promotional testing of three eligible candidates in the lieutenant rank.  Lt. Molnar attained the highest score in the written examination and the assessment evaluation conducted by an independent consultant.  Prior to the Council Meeting, this appointment was certified by the Civil Service Commission.
